ing projects we are working on right now to 

bring wonderful opportunities to the residents 

at Reformed Church Home. Many of these         

programs are made possible by the generosity of 

our families and supporters.

Along with the Executive Board, our staff, and 

most importantly our residents, we humbly thank 

you for your continued involvement in our mission. 
 

And now to reveal some of our latest venturesé 
 

Thanks in large part to the many donations we re-

ceived during our Silver Bells fundraising appeal 

this past December, in addition to a $20,000 grant 

from the Lebensfeld  Foundation of New York, we 

have invested in a mobile computer system         

appropriately called ñItôs Never Too Late,ò or 

iN2L.  The system offers therapeutic recreation and 

senior life enhancement via cutting-edge technol-

ogy, which empowers residents to stay connected to 

family and friends regardless of their physical or 

cognitive abilities.  
 

iN2L provides entertainment, education, inspira-

tion, and connectivity! Research has shown that 

daily use of computer-based technologies can be an     

effective tool to increase meaningful interactions 

among seniors and help preserve cognitive       

function. We are looking forward to receiving two 

systems in the next few weeks; the activities staff 

will be thoroughly trained to help our residents 

glean every possible benefit from this technology! 

 

Another innovation to be launched during the 

month of March is a unique addition to Dining    

Services at the Home. ñMemoryMeals,ò a cognitive 

health and nutrition program that leverages food for 

brain health, will allow us to provide chef-created 

recipes that are crafted based on clinical research. 

Using principles from the MIND diet, or Mediterra-

nean-DASH Intervention for Neurodegenerative 

Delay diet, the program incorporates at least 10 

brain-healthy foods, including leafy greens, vegeta-

bles, nuts, berries, beans, whole grains, fish,     

poultry, olive oil, and wine. Educational and      

resident engagement activities designed to stimulate 

the brain are also components of the program.  
 

Iôm proud to say that we will be the FIRST senior 

living community in NJ to offer ñMemory Meals,ò 

and our residents are truly excited about it! When 

visiting the Home, feel free to inquire how this   

program and iN2L are progressing. After all, they 

only exist to enrich the lives of our residents and 

their families.

have  begun an exciting sensory program to assist the 

members of our community who have memory impair-

ment. To allow these  residents to interact more effectively 

with their surroundings, we are creating Sensory Baskets and 

ask for your support in providing donations of various house-

hold items. 
 

Sensory activities open a window of opportunity for commu-

nication and connection, promote participation and social 

skills, improve mood, and reduce agitation, anxiety, boredom 

and apathy. Our new program focuses on reminiscing with the 

residents about aspects of their lives that brought them joy. It 

will draw upon a combination of cognitive, physical, social, 

emotional, and sensory skills.  We are accepting donations of 

many types of things, including: 
 

Baby Items ï life-sized baby dolls, baby blankets, baby cloth-

ing, bibs, socks, cloth diapers, hand towels, wash cloths, baby 

lotion, soft cloth baby books, gently used or new stuffed   

animals (especially realistic looking dogs/cats) 

Puzzles/Games ï 24 or 48 large-piece puzzles or wooden 

puzzles; peg boards; large colored blocks or dominoes;      

Lincoln logs; easy games such as Memory, Ants in the Pants, 

Scrabble Junior; large LEGO stacking blocks 

Music ï CDs of music from the 30s, 40s, 50s; romantic  

music; Frank Sinatra; Big Band; nature sounds, international 

music (such as Spanish, Irish, etc.)

scrapbooks, photo albums, scrapbooking supplies, stickers, 

glue, buttons, rolls of ribbon (any size or color), pom-poms, 

paint brushes, stamps, sponges, sequins, feathers, glitter, felt 

Exercise Props ï scarves, pom-poms (cheerleading), beach 

balls, small squeeze balls for hand exercises, Koosh balls 

Seasonal ï decorations for rooms and as discussion props 

Fiberoptics/Lights ï flowers or lamps that have lights/

motion, light up balls, plasma balls (that respond to your 

hand), moving aquariums, bubble lamps (not lava lamps), 

lamps/animals that project lights/stars on the ceiling, stress 

toys with water/glitter that move when shaken, items that 

might be used in a babyôs nursery to keep them calm or     

relaxed, etc.
